NOT ONLY WILL YOU BE ABLE TO INSTRUCT AND TEACH YOUR CLUB MEMBERS BUT ALSO, YOU WILL IMPROVE YOUR OWN SKING OR SNOWBOARDING SKILLS.  IF YOU OR A MEMBER OF YOUR SKI CLUB IS INTERESTED IN PARTICIPATING, PLEASE SEE THE INFORMATION SHOWN BELOW.

Rules for Participation:
Candidates for this program must apply to the NJSC Ski Education & Instruction Committee Chairman on the attached form.  Fill out the form and send it to Ed Dalton at the address shown below. In order not to lose any time, please email me at fastedy77@aol.com and let me know which program you are interested in registering for.  Upon receipt, I will email you back confirming your eligibility.

This program is open to NJSC Ski Club members who want to learn to be ski instructors.  Applications must be new candidates for ASIA certification and sponsored by their club.  Only two members from each club will be accepted for this program.  The first eight qualified candidates will be automatically chosen for the program.  Additional candidates (no more than two per club) will be placed on a waiting list.

In order to take advantage of this program, you need to fill out two applications.  The 1st is an Application for you to be a member of ASIA and there is an application fee of $25.00.  The second application is the Program Application for your Level 1- 4-day instruction program and the cost is $180.00.  

Both the Membership and Program Fees must be paid directly to ASIA by your personal or club check, if they are sponsoring you.  Copies of both applications can be obtained by going to the ASIA website- http://www.asiaski.com/contact.htm  Please contact your Coordinator shown on the attached course schedule to get more specific information and answers to your questions.

The NJ Ski Council will reimburse half of the Pre-Course & Exam fee after the candidate passes the exam. Upon passing the exam please forward a copy of your certificate & cancelled check. You or your club will be reimbursed one half of the $180.00 course registration fee.  If the candidate is not successful in passing the exam on the first try, the Ski Council will pay the fee after an exam retake and successful completion.
