ALL VENUES Announcer General announcements / announce the competition results.

ALPINE  Division Escort Must be an adult Intermediate or Advanced level skier.  Responsible for serving as a
   lead or trail guide to supervise each division of athletes and their LTP Escorts as they
  travel on the mountain.

 Gatekeeper Verify that the competitors stay on the course.  Generally, must be an Intermediate or 
  Advanced level skier.

 Assistant A limited number of outdoor, non-skiing positions are available at the Novice slope where
  you will have to walk to your post.  Outdoor wear including warm boots are required.

 Start Line Place athletes in proper start order and control flow to the starting gate.  Must be an 
  Intermediate or Advanced level skier.

 Lift Security Ensure that volunteers and athletes do not use unauthorized lifts.

ALPINE & Local Training Must be at least 16 years old.  Must spend the entire day with an athlete and escort 
CROSS COUNTRY Program (LTP) him/her to competition and awards under the supervision of the athlete's Head  Coach.
 Escort For Alpine, must be an Intermediate or Advanced level skier.  Alpine responsibilities
  also include accompanying the athlete on the chairlift, ensuring that they check in on time 
  at the start area, meeting the athlete at the finish line after the race and free-skiing with 
  them when they are not competing.

 Awards Assistant Help with the movement of athletes at the staging area for awards.

CROSS-COUNTRY Course Controller Line the race course to direct the skiers, keep it free of non-competitors and cheer.

 Timer / Recorder Assist with timing and scoring.
