	 Lift Security	 Ensure that volunteers and athletes do not use unauthorized lifts.

Alpine &	 Local Training	 Must be at least 16 years old.  Must spend the entire day with an athlete and escort 
Cross Country	 Program (LTP)	 him/her to competition and awards under the supervision of the athlete's Head  Coach.
